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In this project you are going to make the connections that living and non-living things have with one another. We have discussed environments: living things in their environments, food and energy for these living things and the balances needed to keep them functioning.  We also discussed different cycles in nature:  natural clocks, daily rhythms, lunar rhythms, annual rhythms; the cycles of water, oxygen and nitrogen, and the ecological succession of environments as time passes and the changes that occur in nature.
Using what we have learned in class and information you will discover on your own during research:

Identify an ecosystem.

Identify an animal in the ecosystem.
· Identify the animals place in food web and design the web.

·  Design the energy flow (energy pyramid) for that animal and ecosystem.

Has the ecosystem changed over time?

· Has the animal had to change or adapt to the changes in its habitat?

· What kind of impact have humans had on the ecosystem, animal, and food web in the habitat?

Producers, consumers and decomposers and their roles in the ecosystem

Climate effecting the ecosystem and the possible adaptations
